From 1965 to 1980 is generation (x); 4. From 1980 to 1995 is generation (Y); 5. From
1995 to 2010 is generation (z).

The large population of Generation Z in the world, their behavior, specific ways of
thinking and lifestyle, familiarity and mastery in the use of technology, as well as the
continuous use of the Internet, smart phones, social networks and online services to deal
with daily affairs, this It has placed the generation in a different position from previous
generations.
